The Scholarship is awarded as per the Quota
System judged upon the basis of entrance
examination.
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Evaluation

Procedure

The academic evaluation system synthesizes a continuous
process of assignment. The evaluation system at Everest
Florida has been designed to keep students continually
informed of their performance in relation to the required
standards of academic achievements. Evaluation is done
with our unique system which ensures that students are
prepared for success in the final exams. Everest Florida
conducts the following tests and examinations in each
academic year.

® Unit Test: Every month students have to sit for a test
of the courses of related subjects taught during the
same period.
